WHAT THIS MEANSññSince the Foundation is reducing its fee, the downside is that the foundation 

website will now be public, to reduce its cost. This means that members will no longer be able to log in 

to the members only section. The information will be there but will be available to everyone. What this 

means is that we have to assume that responsibility. What this also means is that we are now responsi-

ble in deciding how most of the dues received are expended. We can plan programs and events that 

our members want. We get the opportunity to plan for a better and stronger presence throughout the 

state.                                                                                                                                                                      

Executive Committee ActionsññWith very opportunity comes responsibility. It is now our responsibility 

to make sure that we plan and make great use of the opportunity and not squandered it. Since getting 

the news, the EC have been communicating via phone, emails and Saturday night we had a called EC 

meeting.  We voted to move $3,444 of the $8,000 originally budgeted to be sent to federation for the 

licensing fee be moved into miscellaneous unallocated. The money will be used to fund the following 

areas that we identified as needing immediate attention prior to convention.                                                                                                                                                                

Attendance at convention : The EC realized the importance of the upcoming conference and the need 

to get as many members in attendance. We realize that we are powerful together and these new deci-

sions need to be made together. As an incentive, the EC voted to offer 10 free registration and 10 free 

rooms at the 2010 convention. 5 free registration fee and 5 rooms will be awarded on Friday and 5 

rooms and registration fee will be given away on Saturday. Officers and those being reimbursed and 

one day registrants will not be eligible. Also members have to be present to win. We feel this will not 

only boost attendance but also had a lot of fun to convention. The cost of this free incentive is $1650 

(10 free registration @ $45 and 10 free rooms @ $120)                                                                               

Website Update: The EC also voted to update our current website. We realize that to be stronger or-

ganization, we need a better web presence and better maintenance of our membership database. We 

have contacted Traverse Communications, the same company that set up the old BPW/USA website. 

They have agreed to set up a website that will allow new members to join online, for current members 

to be able to renew online and check their status and for local and state officers to be able to access 

reports. There will be a help option as well as training for our webmasters. The cost based on estimate 

received is $1500. We hope to have the website up and running before May.                                                                                                                                                              

Other Updates: Concurrent workshop during business meetings at convention:  In anticipation of the 

increased attendance and comments by members in the past, our dynamic convention chair - Deborah 

Brasfield, with help from Beth and Mary Jo are planning to have educational workshops going on at 

the same time as the business sessions. These way new and younger members as well as those that are 

not in governance can attend these workshops. We strongly feel it is time for our members to come 

away from convention feeling they have learned something.
